2010-2011 League Rules

ALL NEW ITEMS FOR THIS SEASON IN BOLD

The Monday Men’s League is a 5S-member men’s league.

The League will bowl on Monday nights beginning September 13, 2010 and continue for 30 weeks ending April 11,
2011. Rolloff date will be April 18, 2011.
a. Dates skipped will be for Wooster City Tournament February 14, 2011.
b. This league will always begin the Monday after Labor Day unless major holidays require an earlier
start.

Shadow balls will begin at 6:05pm and the league will begin at 6:15pm

League Costs:
a. Nightly league fees $12.00 ($9.25 for lineage, $2.75 for the prize fund).
i. A one week grace period is allowed for your envelope to be caught up. After that time it is up to the
captain/team to ensure the envelope is caught up or all Team points will be forfeited for that night.
b. Men’s Sanction Fees are $15.00 and due on the first night of bowling
c. Team sponsor fee will be $75.00 due by the 4™ week of bowling.
i.  Any team sponsor fee that is not paid in full after the 4™ week of league, the cost of the team sponsor
will increase $10 each week after it is due

Scoring/Handicap/Season Format

a. [Each Team game is worth 2 points and Team Series is worth 3 points (9 points per night)

b. Handicap will be figured for each individual bowler by taking the difference in their average and 225 and
multiplying it by 90%.

i. Ex: A 180 average bowler would receive 40 pins handicap per game
1. 225-180=45
2. 45x90% =40.5
ii.  Any bowler with an average higher than or equal to 225 will receive 0 pins handicap per game.

¢.  When bowling unopposed (against a blind team) you must bowl within 50 pins of your teams average to win
the points.

d. If ateam has a vacancy spot, the vacancy score given will be 150 with no handicap awarded.

e. When a bowler is absent, the blind score is figured by taking the absent bowlers average and subtracting 10
pins.

f.  Pre-bowls will be allowed for position rounds. Any pre-bowls must be used for the intended night. A bowler
may not pre-bowl and then show up to bowl that same night, the pre-bowl scores must be used. Prebowls are
not available on Sundays from 9a-3p.

g. The season will be split into thirds, 10 weeks each segment. Position rounds will be week 10, week 20, and
week 30.

h. A season ending rolloff will consist of 4 teams. The winners of each third plus the team with the highest
YTD points that did not win a third. If the same team wins multiple thirds, additional wild card teams will be
added to make a 4-team rolloff. Roll off date is schedule for April 18, 2011.

i.  Astepladder format will be used to determine the league Champion



ii.  Format (adopted 2010)
1. The 4™ seed team will bowl a one game match vs. the 3" seed team
2. Winner will then bowl the 2™ seed team
3. Winner of match 2 will then bowl the highest seeded team for the championship

game

iii.  If ateam wins all 3 thirds they will be deemed champions and no rolloff will occur that
season

iv.  If ateam wins 2 of the three thirds there will only be three teams total in the rolloff

v.  The wild card team will always be the lowest seed in the stepladder format
Awards & Prizes
a. Year end awards
i.  First place sponsor — plaque or trophy or cash equivalent ($25/08-09)
ii.  High Game, High Series, High Avg. — money only ($25/08-09)
iii.  $50 bonus will be awarded to the winning team of each third
iv.  Overall champion will be determined by the winner of the season ending rolloff. A $100 bonus will
be given to the winning team, $75 for second place, $50 for third place, and $25 for fourth place.
v.  Year-end payout will be base of total points won for the season. That is, each point is given a dollar
value and prize money will be awarded based on the Team total points won. ($1.99 per point/09-10).
Team payout will be April 18, 2011 after 6pm.
Miscellaneous
a. Strike Ticket
i.  The designated frame for the Strike Ticket this year will be the 2" Frame of the 3" Game. This gives
everyone time to purchase tickets throughout the evening and everyone will know when the strike is
to be thrown.
ii.  Tickets will be sold by the Team # that coincides with the week number.
Ex: Week 1 — Team #1, Week 16 — Team #16, Week 17 — Team #1
iii.  Tickets will be $1 for each ticket
iv. If the Strike Ticket Pot amount exceeds $500, the pot will be cut in half and 2 tickets will be drawn.
If one Pot is broken and eventually the other Pot again exceeds $500, the Pot will be cut in half.
There will only be a max. of 2 Pots going simultaneously, regardless of Pot size.
b. Banquet tickets will be purchased from Triway Lanes using the league prize fund. As always, the tickets can
be redeemed for the purchase price.
c. Charitable Donation — This league has decided to donate one week’s worth of prize fund to the WKDD radio-
thon benefiting Akron Children’s Hospital. Triway Lanes will again be collecting donations for this
fundraiser in January (adopted 2009)
